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Homes and offices of the next millennium will be technologically and functionally quite different from what they are today. The catalyst for these changes is the dynamically evolving Internet, which has already changed our lives and promises even more profound changes in the near future. Newly evolving networks will provide broadband to home and office, will be linked wirelined and wireless, and will makeup the very fabric of our homes. Linked devices will proliferate from PCs and TVs, home appliances and automobiles, pagers and PDAs, all functioning as Internet transceivers with varying levels of functionality. Multimedia will be a major driver for these changes, as it stresses all the fundamentals of networked computing- communications, computation and storage. Whereas technology will be the backbone of the information age of the new millennium, it is the emerging applications, business models and societal regulations that will play the major roles as shapers of the new environment. Internet radio supplanting AM and FM and Internet TV supplanting broadcast and cable will enable interactions with audio and video in ways that were either unimagined or unaffordable only recently. The many recent headlines regarding mergers and acquisitions in the broadband arena are indications of the bold and yet uncertain efforts to define appropriate business models for the evolving Internet. The 1996 Telecommunications Act, the FCC’s HDTV schedule, and the recent government action against Microsoft are the tip of an iceberg of new regulatory provisioning that will attempt to both bolster and equalize the playing field. 

The 1999 Multimedia and Networking Conference invites leaders form academia and industry to present their views and contend with others on the emerging Internet environment. Emphasis will be placed on multimedia and networking, a comparison of the evolving Internet in the USA and Asia, and the exploration of potential synergies among academics and companies across the Pacific. Areas of specific interest include home networking, voice over IP, pervasive computing, broadband to the home, HDTV and interactive TV, broadband wireless technologies, major initiatives such as Internet 2,  streaming media, digital distribution of media with data hiding, watermarking, and encryption, human interfaces, and media related standards such as MPEG-4, MPEG-7, DASE and ATVEF.
