The Department of Electrical and Computer Engineering (ECE) at Polytechnic University (www.poly.edu/ece) is looking for adjunct professors to teach the following two graduate-level courses in fall 2006. The class is held at 6-8:15pm, once per week.

EL 548 Real Time Embedded Systems (Graduate level)
This course is designed to provide students with an overview of the unique concepts and techniques needed to design and implement computer systems having real-time response requirements in an embedded environment. It will contrast the concepts and techniques of real time and embedded systems with those of more traditional computer systems. Topics include: Basic concepts of real time and embedded systems, hardware features, programming languages, real time operating systems, synchronization techniques, performance optimization, and current trends in real time and embedded systems such as incorporating internet connectivity. Prerequisites: Knowledge of “C”, Pascal or other programming language and a basic understanding of computer architecture.
EL941: Network Processors (Graduate level)
Network processors, combining advanced technologies in both protocol processing and embedded processor architecture, have been recognized as one of the most required building blocks in networking systems that require both high performance and programmability.  The goal of this course is to study the fundamentals of packet processing, and the leading architectures and implementations of commercial network processors and their design tradeoffs.  Through the labs, students will also have a chance to gain hands-on programming experience in both simulator and real system environments using two of the most popular network processors in the industry.
